ABSTRACT 
Using the tree as a metaphor for the web of relationships, participates will be encouraged to think about our interconnectivity with the air we breathe, the food we eat, the trees around us, the land we are on and each other. Recognising that the Earth our common home is suffering from the effects of human behaviour and a disconnection with the natural world; how do we relearn to belong and feel at home on Earth?
This workshop will demonstrate one response to this urgent call, the Faith Ecology Network (FEN). FEN is able to recognise social complexity, hold diversity loosely, allow individual autonomy and foster respectful dialogue beyond difference. Participants will discover how this network shares wisdom, belief systems, knowledge and action among diverse faith groups and ecologists. It will highlight some of the initiatives undertaken by this network such as public forums, enrichment experiences and prayer vigils.
