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Environmental Ethics for the Anthropocene
Abstract

Two questions are addressed in this paper. The first: Is it possible to articulate a set of moral principles for the Anthropocene?  Could this set of principles support an Earth ethic directed to the preservation of the integrity, stability and beauty of the biosphere? Seeking to answer these questions this paper examines the moral dilemmas posed by the Anthropocene, reviews the history of environmental ethics, considers the author’s work on emergent thinking in Science, Economics and Law and provides a case study of regenerative agriculture as the embodiment of a land ethic for the Anthropocene. 
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
